InterMixx: How would you describe your music?

Libby Lavella: Singer-Songwriter/Acoustic/Psychedelic/Folk-Rock

InterMixx: You’re the key songwriter, but | noticed on this latest record that you've
collaborated Joan Jones and Billy Mohler. How deep are those collaborations and how
much have they contributed to your music overall?

Libby Lavella: My collaboration with Joan Jones was profound. Joan has been a
successful artist, starting with Sun60 through to being a part of the two main Lilith Fair
Tours. She is a friend and a mentor. Joan definitely elevated my writing to another level.
Billy was one of the producers on my album. In the 11th hour, he had some arrangement
changes and subtle alterations that | felt deserved a piece of the pie, but this was not a
song from scratch situation. Most artists would not have given him anything, my lawyer
certainly didn’t want me to, but given the overall production agreement and the really low
budget, giving him and his partner some back end... | felt, was the right thing to do.

“| think my recordings are good
representations of what | can _do... bgt”the
intangible happens live. | live for it.

InterMixx: This latest record sounds less like alternative rock (Sponge Brain) and more
like acoustic singer-songwriter. Was that the intention from the beginning?

Libby Lavella: Yes and No. Sponge Brain’s sound came from the band at the time. The
4 or 5 of us were rehearsing, writing, touring and recording together. Sponge Brain had
my name on it, but it was OUR band. We had a good run. One day, after over 4 years of
working together, we were all in a big studio with a big name producer getting set to make
a record to follow up Sponge Brain, using songs we’d writing as a band. The sessions
were a mix of laughs and jabs at each other and it wasn’t entirely positive. | listened back
to the recordings after everyone went home and there was absolutely no magic left and |
didn’t feel it. | disbanded the band very soon after. I've been accused in making records,
more than once, of not actually wanting to finish or not wanting to complete things and
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| can see why it would look that way. But the truth is, | don’t want to finish or complete
something | can’t stand behind and feel confident selling. At the end of the day, it's my
name and I’'m the one with the egg on my face. That band had run out of fuel and we had
all outgrown each other. | spent a lot of time traveling and writing with different people, |
played keyboards in other people’s bands and did some back up singing here and there.
Then, after about 4 years of this | had a large collection of songs to record. So | went
back in... alone.

InterMixx: What is your live show like? (extended versions of songs, different
arrangements, extra verses, etc.)

Libby Lavella: My live shows are more dynamic than my record. This is something I've
yet to capture on a recording. There is something so stale about the studio, and the
knowledge that you can redo it or correct it, definitely affects my energy level. | think my
recordings are good representations of what | can do, but the intangible happens live. |
live for it.

InterMixx: You are on an independent label, Tall Poppy Productions. How has the label
helped your career?

Libby Lavella: | have a lot less money. :-) It has allowed me to release my records and
that is wonderful.

InterMixx: What are your musical influences?

Libby Lavella: I've had a lot of different “stages” and | know it has all influenced me.
One recent review said my music was uncategorizable, and I'm really proud of that.
However, the top 10 would be Crowded House, Nina Simone, Nick Cave, Midnight Oil,
Led Zeppelin, Pat Benatar, The Velvet Underground, Grace Slick, Sam Cooke, Chopin.

InterMixx: Anything else you’d like to tell the readers, consumers of independent
music?

Libby Lavella: Thank you for your support. You really are the only barometer we have...
you're our boss. So please be vocal, be active and continue to support the Ma and Pa of
the various industries.

InterMixx: How would you describe your music?

Rose Cora Perry from Anti-Hero: \We've been called everything from hard rock to grunge
to 70s inspired to screamo. We just call it good old “rock’n’roll” - the way it was intended
to be, loads of attitude, inspirational lyrics, and a catchy melody you can headbang to.
Listen and decide for yourself :)

InterMixx: Who is the key songwriter in the group and how long have you been writing
songs?

RCP: |, Rose Cora Perry, am the lead singer, songwriter, lyricist, and manager of our
band. Jesse, our lead guitarist also assists with arrangement. | wrote my first song at the
tender age of seven, and since then, any time I'm instilled with a strong emotion, | find
myself with my journal and a guitar in hand.

InterMixx: Are you strictly electric guitar players, or do you bust out the acoustics too?

RCP: Our critically acclaimed debut album, “Unpretty” is a hard rocking album all the way
through, but | do additionally write acoustic softer tracks on the side.

For that matter, all of ANTI-HERO's tracks actually start out acoustic as | feel writing on
acoustic is more productive because it allows you simply to focus on the melody and
emotion of the song instead of getting distracted by all of the possible effects an electric
guitar can take on. It makes you work harder on the “bones” of the track and allows for
greater creativity when the band all contribute their parts later on.

We are definitely planning on including a few of the softer songs I've been working on
for our next album, but we are a hard rock band, that’'s our mode of expression, and so
we tend to stay relatively within that genre as we feel it best suits what we are trying to
do with our music.

InterMixx: What is your live show like? (extended versions of songs, different
arrangements, extra verses, etc.

RCP: What you get on disc, you get even more of live. We definitely have a reputation
for being rowdy, obnoxious, and for involving the crowd. They come for a show, not just
to listen to background noise, and so that’s what we give ‘em! There’s nothing more fun
to us than getting mosh pits going, and seeing people genuinely enjoying the experience.
After all, that's what sharing art is about!

InterMixx: You are on an independent label, HER Records. How has the label helped
your career?

RCP: After having several deals with so-called “reputable labels” and subsidiaries of major
labels, we decided once and for all to go it alone providing all of our own management,
booking, publicity, and distribution, and | can honestly say it's the BEST decision we’ve
ever made.

After the initial release of our debut album, we were generating a great deal of press due
to our touring endeavours. We naively signed a contract with a representative from a
major label believing that he would deliver on his promises as outlined per the agreement.

We couldn’t have been more wrong!

Not only did that label manage to contribute NEGATIVE publicity to our resume, but as
well they did not fulfill even one of their requirements and to this day, despite the fact that
our agreement has long been over, they still owe us a ton of money and we were their
BEST selling artist — | can only imagine the treatment their poorly selling artists have
been subjected to!

We realized after this experience that if we sincerely wanted to take our careers
somewhere, everything needed to be in our own hands because NO ONE would be as
passionate about our music as us.

| created my record label, HER Records, quite a few years back when | was in another
band, and | kept it for management purposes. I'm happy to report that since dropping
our label, and going it alone we’ve maintained steady sales, continued exposure, and we
tour when we want to. By all means, not all deals with labels have to be bad, we just were
“lucky” enough to be the recipients of one of the more unfortunate deals.

In the future, if another label approached us, the offer would have to be mighty tempting
for us to budge on this position.

InterMixx: What are your musical influences?

RCP: We all enjoy a wide variety of artists and there is definitely a diversity of music
influences in our music as we all have very different backgrounds — everything from
death metal to classical. | feel that this diversity is what has helped us to create an
innovative sound.

InterMixx: Anything else you'd like to tell the readers, consumers of independent
music?
